PROBLEM:    How do I manually uninstall Century Tiny Term?

SOLUTION:    Perform the following: 

•Go into Windows Explorer 

•Remove any Century folder (C:\Century) 

•While in Windows Explorer go into Windows folder (C:\Windows) 

•Remove any Marathon or Marsetup files. 

-    C:\Windows\marathon.ini (There may be several files i.e., marathon.00, marathon.01, etc.)

-    C:\Windows\marsetup.log (there may be several files) 

•Go to Start, select Setting 

•Select Task bar and Start menu 

•Click on the Start Menu tab 

•Click on remove 

•Remove any Century or Tiny Term 

•Click on Close and OK 

•Under Start, select Run (NOTE:  Do not make any changes to the registry if you are not 100% sure of your action.) 

•Type regedit and click on OK 

•Double click on HKEY_Current_User 

•Select Software 

•Delete any Century and/or NCD software if there. 

•Double click on HKEY_Local_Machine 

•Select SOFTWARE

 •Delete any Century and/or NCD software if there.

 •If applicable, (i.e., for Tiny Term Pro) perform these additional steps:

-    Right click on Network Neighborhood

-    Choose properties

-    Remove Century NFS and/or Century Internet Services from the list of installed network

      components

-    If asked to reboot make sure to select NO. 

•If you made changes to the registry or the network neighborhood you can now reboot to make sure the changes are finalized.
