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Installation





System Requirements





To use TERM Professional, you need:


a personal computer with an 80386 or higher processor


Microsoft Windows, version


95, or


NT 4


8 MB of RAM (16 MB recommended)


15 MB to 30 MB available disk space


a CD-ROM drive


a 256-color VGA monitor


a mouse or compatible pointing device





Notes





If you have a previous version of TERM Professional, remove it before installing this product.  


Use the Add/Remove Program icon found in the Control Panel to remove the old version. Other 


methods (deleting directories or files, for example) can cause system instabilities or problems 


with future installation of this product.





TERM Professional's' Install is a 32-Bit installation and will allow you to 


install to a directory containing long file names and file names with spaces.





·	If you install under Windows NT 3.51, then later upgrade to Windows NT 4.0, reinstall 


TERM Professional to make sure the program is registered and functions correctly. Only 


the TinyTERM emulator is supported on Windows NT 3.51.





Known Problems





On Windows 95/NT without service packs.  Clt3d32.dll is not properly installed to the system


directory.  To solve this problem get the latest service pack for these systems.  We have included 


Ctl3d32.dll in the root of the CD.  Copy it to the system directory on Windows 95 and the 


system32 directory on Windows NT.





Attempting to use Windows Universal Naming Convention (UNC) browsing or mapping a 


local drive letter to exports on NFS servers that have multiple directory elements in the export names 


may behave improperly.  As an example, using an NFS server named SERVER1 with an export name 


that contains only a single directory element /HOME, the UNC-style path name to this export is 


//SERVER1/HOME.  Export names such as this work without any known problems.  However, 


if the export name on the same NFS server contained multiple directory elements, such as 


/USR/ALLUSERS (ALLUSERS is a subdirectory of /USR) which makes the UNC path name 


//SERVER1/USR/ALLUSERS, then the NFS Client may behave improperly, and display an 


incorrect listing of files contained in that export.





When using Windows Explorer to manipulate mixed case filenames contained on an NFS 


export (such as three unique files named FILE.TXT, file.txt and File.Txt), Explorer does not 


always correctly display the correct file list when one of the files has been copied or deleted, 


or displays an incomplete list if all three files are copied on the NFS export.  This is a limitation 


of Windows Explorer.  After doing operations with mixed case filenames, press the 


F5 'Refresh' key, or select View from the Explorer menus, then select 'Refresh' from the menu 


displayed, and then the correct and complete list of files will be displayed.





TinyTERM allows you to change and save the cursor as a line or block, and gives you 


the choice of blinking or not. However, when you restart TinyTERM the cursor will be 


a blinking line. If you go to Configure Emulation, your settings will be there. Click OK


without changing anything and the cursor will change to your settings.





Most of the keyboard can be remapped. If a key is blank, it can't be mapped. 


The apparent exception is Alt-F6. It looks like it can be mapped (and is by default 


mapped to the Print Screen function) but it  does nothing. Nor can Print Screen be 


mapped to any key.





On Windows 3.1, the NFS client cannot see files on mounted drives that have 


uppercase letters in the filename.





The NFS server has a log function. The log can be created, but will not contain any information.





On Windows 3.1, the Help file for the Internet Dialer is not installed.





On Windows 95, the LPD server will not print banner pages.





On Windows 3.1, the FTP server will not allow anonymous logins.





On Windows 3.1, no icon is created for the Century Service Station. 


This program provides all the network servers. It is installed to the Century directory as 


INETD.EXE and will run normally.





On Windows 95, TN3270 and TN5250 are installed even if they are not chosen.





Directory names with spaces can cause problems with file transfers and saving .TAP files.
