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Installation





The patch labeled CenTE.ocx fixes printing problems encountered with TinyTERM 4.03 on Windows 95, Windows 98 and Windows NT 4.0.





Installation instructions:


1.	Locate the CenTE.ocx file. You can usually find this file in C:\Program Files\Century\TinyTERM.


2.	Rename the file to CenTE.old


3.	Copy the new CenTE.ocx from this patch into the same directory containing CenTE.old








Fixes and Enhancements





This patch fixes a printing issue that caused line drawing characters to print incorrectly. Century fixed this problem by implementing multiple code pages for printing. After implementing this patch, some PCs might display line drawing characters as dashes.








Uninstalling





To uninstall this patch: 


1.	Delete the current CenTE.ocx file.


2.	Rename the CenTE.old file to CenTE.ocx
