This information describes the TAP to TPX Translator included in TinyTERM 4.04. It will help you use the translator to convert .TAP connection files to .TPX files. Please read the entire document.  
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Installation


The TAP to TPX Translator (TAPtoTPX.cs) is installed with TinyTERM Plus Edition, TinyTERM Web Server Edition and TinyTERM Thin Client Edition. It can be found in the installation directory, normally C:\Program Files\Century\TinyTERM. No additional installation or configuration is necessary.





Usage


The TAP to TPX Translator (TAPtoTPX.cs) will convert TinyTERM 3.3 .TAP files to the .TPX file format used by TinyTERM 4.0 and above. The TAP to TPX Translator (TAPtoTPX.cs) is a TinyTERM 4.04 CScript command file which will read a .TAP file and convert the keys to a .TPX file of the same name. The new .TPX file will be placed in the TinyTERM 4.04 install directory (the same directory as tt.exe).





To execute TAPtoTPX.cs, start TinyTERM 4.04. Click on the "Tools" menu and select "Script Command..."





In the "Execute Script" dialog box, click the "Open" button. In the resulting "Script Open Files" dialog, select TAPtoTPX.cs and click "Open". This will load TAPtoTPX.cs into the "Execute Script" dialog.





Due to a limitation on the "Execute Script" dialog, large scripts such as TAPtoTPX.cs cannot be run directly. (For more information on this limitation, see the TinyTERM 4.04 readme file.) To execute TAPtoTPX.cs, first click on the "Edit" button. This will open the script in the default text editor, normally Windows Notepad. Close the editor window, then click the "Run" button.





A standard Windows file browser will come up, labeled "Locate TAP File to Translate". Use this dialog to open the desired .TAP file. A message will appear in the TinyTERM main window giving both the path and file names of the .TAP file and the new .TPX file.





Known Problems


Event-driven Scripts


In TinyTERM 3.3 it is possible to execute TERM Script Language (TSL) scripts after certain events; e.g., login and file transfer. TinyTERM 4.04 has the same capabilities when using CScript scripts.





The TAP to TPX Translator will convert the names of TSL scripts to CScript names automatically, change the directory path to the TinyTERM 4.04 install directory, and enter them in the appropriate places in the new .TPX file. For example, TSL script postlogn.cmd will be referenced in the resulting .TPX file as


C:\Program Files\Century\TinyTERM\postlogn.cs if TinyTERM 4.04 is installed to the default path.





The TAP to TPX Translator will not convert the actual TSL scripts. It only changes the names. To do that, you must use the TSLTRANS.EXE program included with TinyTERM 4.04. That program is documented in the file TSLTRANS.WRI.





TinyTERM 4.03


TinyTERM 4.03.0498 or higher can run the TAP to TPX Translator script. However, earlier versions of TinyTERM 4.03 have a limitation on the number of literals in a given function. This will prevent TAPtoTPX.cs from compiling correctly, so the script will not run.





DDE and Hostmode


TinyTERM 4.04 does not currently support DDE or hostmode. However, the settings are in the .TPX file format. The TAP to TPX Translator will correctly copy these settings, but they will do nothing.





Fonts and Code Pages


TinyTERM 4.x stores information about fonts and code pages differently than TinyTERM 3.3, and can load many more fonts. Due to these changes, font and code page information is not transferred from the .TAP file to the .TPX file. Default settings are used instead.





Uninstalling


TinyTERM can be uninstalled by going to Add/Remove Programs in the Control Panel. Other methods (deleting directories or files, for example) can cause system instabilities or problems with future installation of this product. The uninstall is based on a log file created during installation. The uninstall will not remove any files currently in use or files manually moved or altered after the original installation.
